2005 Ohio ARML Results
This year, a number of outstanding mathematics students represented the state of Ohio at the American Regions Math League (ARML), a national mathematics competition. These students were identified through their performance on either the annual OCTM Contest or the American Mathematics Competition (level 10 or 12) and invited to participate. The ARML attracts teams from all over the country and students converge on three test sites to compete in a challenging competition that includes mathematics ranging from algebra to number theory and the Power Question which is almost entirely proof based. Ohio sent two teams to the competition this year. The Ohio A team finished in a tie for 16th place in the ARML's B division. Aaron Friedman and Chester Chen of Sycamore High School in Cincinnati were the teams high scorers, answering 5 of the 8 questions on the individual round correctly. Christopher Jo of Athens High School led the Ohio B team, also with 5 out of 8. This is impressive in a competition where no student in the country managed a perfect score!
