ASHLAND UNIVERSITY OCTM SCHOLARSHIP 

High School Seniors who have participated in the OCTM State Tournament of Mathematics are eligible to apply for an Ashland University OCTM Scholarship in the amount of $2000 per year, independent of need.  The scholarship is renewable for four years if the student maintains a minimum 3.2 GPA and an appropriate major. Moreover, the recipient may qualify for additional academic scholarship funds or need-based financial assistance. A limited number of scholarships will be given each year.
The recipient must meet the following conditions:

· Scored among the top 250 students in Ohio on the OCTM State Tournament of Mathematics taken during their junior or senior year.

· Applied and was accepted for admission to Ashland University no later than April 1, for fall admission. 

· Will enroll as a full-time undergraduate Mathematics, Integrated Mathematics, Computer Science or other major within the natural sciences at Ashland University.

The scholarship awards will be determined by the Ashland University Mathematics & Computer Science Department from all applicants meeting the requirements listed above.
